XNODEN

You may have heard of a transfer
protbcol called XMODEM and wondered
whaf it is, If you use FAST-TERM or
4 TALK, you probably use it, The
following should give you some idea of
how it works,

When you communicate with another
computer on phone lines thru nodeas,
your data aust travel thru the same
voice phone lines that we use every
day. Soma connections are better than
others. Most have noticeable static.

You brain, a computer whose power has
never baen squaled, can usually
distinguish the 'data’ (voice) +roa
the ‘noise’ (static), It is almost
iapossible for your cosputer to make
this judgesent.

In the wearly days of data transfer,
data was siaply sent and the receiving
cosputer had to do as good a job as it
could to distinguish batwaen data and
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Gras card, Telco, Batch~it and thers, but thers were also local noise:  In & text, or DVBO file, this
Texlink, Coapusarve was to vendors who had not shown their wares Wi not & major probles, If one

character was bad you could masily
find the problee and edit it,

With a memory {sage or Program file,
howaver, ons bad byte could render the
entire #11e useless, Although editing
is possible, it {s very tricky,

In August 1977, Ward Christensen
developed an error detection method he
called NODEM2, It was also dubbed
*Christansen® protocol or XMODEM.

It was very simnple, Data is sent in
blocks of 128 bytes, XMODEM adds up
the values of all the characters in
each block and compares that number
with a total that is sent by the
sending computer, If they don't
agren; the receiving computer sends
code to the sending computer and the
block is transeitted again,

In 1982, Ward Christensen and Chuck
Forsberg released an  enhancement
called Cyclic Redundancy Checking
{CRC), CRC does sequential division
on each character in the block
resulting is a significant improveaent
in error detection,

Both protocols continue to be called
YNODEM.  Although others have been
developed, XMODEM is used by all major
systeas, including Compuservae,
{Source: an article in FOBLIGHT)

Find String (FS) is a powerful tool
for finding something in a docusent,
Just hit FCTN 8 and then enter FS,
Your TI Writer gives you this proapti

FIND antar /string/ 1

You enter your string and use the
slash as liniters, If you want to
tind the word "John®, you would enter
/dohn/. If you wanted to find John
only when it {s used as the last word
in a sentence, you would enter
/dehn./,



Should the "John® you find not be the
one you wanted, you would go back to
comsand mode and enter FS again. You
will find /John./ still there. You
just press enter and the wsearch
resunes,

Lets say, however, that now you want
to find the word "Mo*. But /John./ s
on your screen, VYou could delete
fdohn./.  You could type in Mo but
then you would have this:

Mo/n./

Need you worry about the text after
the second slash? No. Your TI Writer
only searches for the information
between the first and second slash,
It ignores everything to the right of
the second slash.

You will have a problea with that if
you use Replace String, but that is
anather story,

(bold text {s bold text on the screen,
underlined  is  underlined), has
hundreds of features from a built in
word count to auto glossary and table
of contents generation, headery,
footers, a cosplete integral spelling
checker, style shaets, the 1ist goes
on for pages. PRESS is very fast
(written entirely {n asseably) and {s
a8 capable as any word proessor or any
other computer. It {s easy to use -
all options are available from pop-up
snus  (no cosmand lines or  'dot
comaands® like TI-Writer). It will

use any extra memory it can find
{including the Mini-Memory, an 8K or
3K supercart, even a  horizon
RAM-disk). It comes with a coaplete
230 page manual in a professional
binder, 3 disks, and a tutorial, It
is by Charles Earl, the author of the
Telco terminal esulater,

PRESS 1s scheduled for shipping
betwaen 12/16/88 and 1/1/89, is
ottered by Asgard Software in their
Fall ’88 catalog. The address is P.0,
Box 10306 Rockville, MD 20850 for
$39, 95, In  browsing thru  the
EVERYTHING BOOK FOR THE TI-99/4a Fall
1988 catalog, I noticed they were
offering PRESS for  $49.95, The
address is Tenex Computer Express P,0.
Box 6578 South Bend, IN 44440-4578.

Please note that this is not a plug
for either company, but rather an
effort to call your attention to what

In this article I'd like to just pass
along a few helpful hints 1 have
learned  from  various sources
concerning the use of Multiplan.

¥hen 1 first purchased ay Multiplan i

package, I dutifully made a back up
copy, only to find that it would not
run. Chuck at the Cosputer Bug helped
o out on this probles by resinding ee
that the disk containing the Multiplan
files aust be naned TINP,

Froa the Decatur 99er’s User Group
newsliatter, I learned that the time it
takes to initialize WP and the
response tise when it is working with
the overlay file is affected by the

location of tha +files on the disk.
You can load the ¢iles in the desired
order by copying thes one at a time to
¢ newly initialized disk named TINP,
The best order seens to bar OVERLAY,
MPHLP, MPCHAR, NPDATA, NPINTR, and
then MPBASE,

Although two drives are recomsended
for MP, it {s possible to run it with

only ona drive. Before I purchasad ay
second drive, I found it helpful to

elininate the help fila  from wy
working disk, tharsby freeing up 138
sectors for a data file., 1 simply
sade a2 new disk for each application
of MP that I wantad to use in order to
elisinate having to switch disks,

If you do have two disk drives, please
note that Multiplan will  load
automatically fros any disk drive,
Theratore you say put your MP disk in
drive 2 and use drive { for your data
disk as this {s the default in the
progras. If you choose to use drive |
tor your MP disk, you have two
options. You aust either use a sector
editor to change the defaults or upon
entering WP, select the Transfer
Options cossand by prassing T, then
the letter 0. Advance to the set up
tield by using control A and designate
the data file drive as DSK2., Press
entér and you're ready to go, If you
prefer to change the default, I
suggest you copy the file MPINTR onto
a new disk. Load up your favorite
sector editor and edit sector 22 which
will be the first data sector. Shift
into ASCII screen mode and ¢ind the

words DBKI,  Change this to DBK2 and
it will sutomatically load froa drive
2, Note that it will not show up in
the Transfer Option as DSK2, just as
DBKL did not show up. While you are
{n the sector editor, you say want to
change the default for your printer to
PID if you have a parallel printer,
Simply replace the words R8232 with
PIC, The R8232 data after that should

ba blanked cut by using the space bar,
Now write the sector back to disk and

you are {n business.

TI has released soae snhanceaants for
the Multiplan disk that speeds it up a
little and also gives you auto repeat
when woving the cursor around the
screen, If you do not have these, I
will be glad to furnish thea to you,

I like to print out most of wy
spreadsheats in condensed print and
was disappointad there was no way to
do this froa within MP, I sade a
small program to initialize the
printer and tried to remeaber to run
it first, Then one day I saw an ad in
Micropendiua for a Fairware Progras
called TIMP PRINT by J4B Mathis that
allowed you to enter print controls
from within your spreadsheet. It
works great using the xternal copy
comsand, [ will be putting a copy of
this in our library,.
